Nauset Beach Orleans/ Chatham, MA   
Back trail has lots of water between Pochet Washover and Trail #1 (12”-24”deep) 
All Trials are open except for trial 3 due to exposed snow fencing and sand build up 
Trial 6 has a very steep drop off 
Front beach is not travelable from 2.5 hours before to 2.5 hours after high tide. The sand is extremely soft – 10 to 
12lbs for tire pressure is recommended and to carry a cell phone.

Extreme high tides occurred over the past week so conditions on the front beach and back trials were expected to 
get worse. 
Ed Cully and Scott Morris will be assistant beach reps for Nauset this year. 
Massachusetts DMF biologists say one of the great white sharks tagged with electronic tracking equipment last 
summer off Cape Cod has traveled as far as north Florida (50 miles off Jacksonville). Officials said that the tag 
popped off the shark and began transmitting data by satellite.
